The Garden, with its hilly terrain, 
offers both challenging hikes 
and more moderate strolls. 
The California Oaks Trail offers the 
easiest entry. Please note, due 
to the natural landscape of 
our historic quarry site, not all 
areas are fully accessible. 
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Founded in 1987, Sonoma Botanical Garden offers a 
unique woodland experience, blending the beauty of 
Asian and California native plants. Located in scenic 
Sonoma Valley on the site of a former quarry, the Garden 
spans 63 hilly acres, featuring an Asian woodland, a 
California oak savanna, and a Cabernet vineyard. 
Our mission is to inspire appreciation and 
understanding of these plants and 
promote their conservation.

Your journey begins in our 
Cabernet Sauvignon vineyard, 
where you’ll be welcomed by 
the lush, fertile landscape of 
Sonoma Valley. From there, wander 
through our native California oak savanna 
and woodland, which showcase the unique 
natural beauty of the state. Your adventure 
concludes in the Asian Garden, where rare 
and endangered plants offer a global 
glimpse into some of the vibrant 
ecosystems of the Pacific Rim. Each 
section of the Garden invites you to 
experience and appreciate the diverse 
and captivating world of plants.
